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 The War of 1812 

 

While we gear up to commemorate the 200
th
 anniversary of the 

War of 1812, we ought to consider what we are doing and why.  

Much nonsense is spoken about 1812.  Most historians now think 

of it as a draw between Britain and America. The British were not 

trying to take over America or vice-versa.  There were smaller but 

important issues at stake.  But the real losers of the War of 1812 

were the allies of Britain ς the First Nations.  Without British 

support, the US army had only minor resistance to huge land grabs 

without compensation, sympathy, or justice.  Most Native 

Americans were slaughtered or rounded up on reservations ς i.e. 

concentration camps.  When Black Hawk of the Sauk Nation heard 

the details of the 1814 Peace Treaty he wept openly.  Furthermore, 

to this day many Cherokees will not use $20.00 bills with its 

portrait of Andrew Jackson, the slayer of the British at New Orleans 

after the war was over and the president who forced the 

Cherokees off their ancient lands resettling them in Oklahoma via 

the Trail of Tears.

Delegates Decide on a "Justice GA", will not Boycott Phoenix 

  

Delegates at GA 2010 overwhelmingly endorsed a resolution to hold a 

special "Justice General Assembly" in Phoenix in 2012. The resolution 

called upon the UUA Board of Trustees to transform the usual annual 

gathering into a unique justice-oriented meeting. It also asked the 

UUA administration to work with leaders in Arizona UU Congregations 

to establish an Arizona immigration ministry. The resolution was 

drafted in response to outrage over Arizona's new anti-immigrant 

law, SB1070. An invitation from leaders of Puente and the National 

Day Laborer Organizing Network to develop a partnership with the 

UUA included a vision of a transformed annual meeting in Phoenix. 

Delegates decided that the justice gathering would be a more 

effective response than boycotting the state altogether. 

  

The UUA board had placed a resolution on the agenda to boycott 

Phoenix and move General Assembly to another location. This 

proposal was initially supported by several groups including 

DRUUMM (Diverse and Revolutionary UU Multicultural Ministries), 

ARE (Allies for Racial Equality) and LUUNA (Latina/o UU Networking 

Association) with the major concern being safety of the 

Latina/o/Hispanic UUs and UUs of color attending GA 2012. But after 

Rev. Peter Morales, UUA President issued a letter asking that we 

consider the justice GA option, DRUUMM advocated careful 

discussion of the issue at GA. The proposed change was presented 

and accepted at the mini-assemblies before the vote on Saturday. The 

stipulation that the absolute minimal business be done at this GA was 

also part of the change.
